9,812 homes comprised of 

54% single-family, 43% 

multi-family, and 3% mo-

bile/other homes.  

Chula Vista 

Situated minutes south of San Diego’s downtown area, the City of Chula Vista is not only the most populous in 

South County, with 

over 227,000 peo-

ple, but also the 

fastest growing. In 

2007, Chula Vista 

had 76,738 homes 

comprised of 60% 

single family, 35% multi-family, and 5% 

mobile/other types of homes.  
  

Recent mixed-use de-

velopments include 

the Eastern Urban 

Center, a 260-acre 

site with 3,000 multi-

family homes. 

Coronado 

At 13.5 square miles the city of Coronado is a peninsula connected to San Diego via two points – The Coronado 

Bridge and State Highway 75. The 2007 

population is 22,957.  In 2007 the total hous-

ing stock was 9,495. This is comprised of 

56% single-family and 44% multi-family 

homes.

Imperial Beach remains 

the only region within 

Southern California 

where beachfront homes 

are available for less than 

$1.5 million.

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National City 

National City is located on San Diego Bay. The city has a population of 61,115. In 

2007 the total hous-

ing stock was 

15,417 homes com-

prised of 57% sin-

gle-family, 41% 

multi-family, and 

2% mobile/other homes.   

Otay / San Ysidro / Tijuana River Valley 

The Otay, San Ysidro, and Tijuana River Valley area occupies much of the South County land directly adjacent 

to Mexico and contains two border-crossing 

access points. The area has an estimated 

population of 105,454. In 2007 the total 

housing stock was 28,299 comprised of 54% 

single-family, 37% multi-family, and 9% 

mobile/other homes. 

San Diego County 

The region of San Diego County includes all of South County as well as the areas north to Pendleton-De Luz 

and east to the Anza-Borrego Desert area. 

The total acreage is 2,727,044 and the popu-

lation is 3,098,269. In 2007 the total housing 

stock was 1,131,749 comprised of 60% sin-

gle-family, 36% multi-family, and 4% mo-

bile/other homes.  

National City is home to the 

historic Walton House built in 

1896 and currently serves as 

location for a nonprofit group.
